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MINUTES FROM MSP MEETING  
February 23, 2009  

 

In attendance:  Lions Al Weber, John Styles, Carl 

Vanseader, Ken Harris, Tim Armstrong, Bill Hosk-

ing, Fred Sheehy, Jack McBride  

Sheila Spinks and Phyllis Tyrie , both Directors of 

the Markham Food Bank, attended the meeting for 

the first hour to discuss the collection and distribu-

tion of food within the Markham area.  

The MFB Directors gave the committee the follow-

ing information:  

¶ The MFB is part of the York Region Food Net-

work which coordinates the efforts of 11 food banks 

in YR. Each food bank is independently operated 

with no financial aid from any level of government 

in most cases. Richmond Hill and Newmarket get 

some financial support from the towns. MFB cur-

rently pay $2000 per month for the space where 

they are now which is supported solely by dona-

tions. Their territory is from Steeles to 19 th  Ave. and 

County line to Yonge St.  

¶ MFB are set to move out of the restaurant by 

March1 and will be assisted by a firm in Ajax that 

helps charities at no cost.  (as of March12, they plan 

to move next week to space across the courtyard for 

4-5 months.)  

¶ MFB  petitioned the Town Council today to give 

them funds to move to another location and their 

presentation was well received by all the councilors. 

They expect that the Town will support them finan-

cially to some extent.  

¶ They are looking to move to the Village Lanes 

(across from St Andrewõs Presbyterian Church) in 

August to occupy 6800 sq. ft. of the space currently 

used by an exercise club. The rent will be $42,000 

per year some of which they expect to share with 

Centre for Dreams.  

¶ One of their biggest donors is the Unionville 

Mens Hockey League that delivers Christmas ham-

pers including a turkey to 200 homes on their client 

list. Any money left over is used to buy rice and 

flour for the MFB during the year.  

¶ The normal Christmas food drive brings in 

20,000 lbs of food but last Christmas the total was 

70,000lbs. They normally feed 600 people but now 

they are up to 8 -900 people. They have no idea how 

large the demand will become or how long the food 

will last. There is another major food drive on at 

Easter. The schools and stores have stopped their 

food programs until Easter. Easter will bring in a 

smaller amount of food than Christmas and they  

feel that the food will return to normal levels by 

May.  

 MFB asked the MLC to consider running a food 

drive in June to restock their shelves for July and 

August which are very slow contribution months. 

They also asked the MLC to consider helping to sup-

ply 120 back -packs for kids going back to school.  

In the committee meeting that followed this joint 

meeting, the Committee decided that they will  rec-

ommend to the Directors that the Club:  

¶  continue to support the MFB  by helping with 

the sorting and packing of food after major food 

drives,  

¶  run a food drive in June if food is required for 

the summer which will not be known until early 

May.  

¶ place the picking up of food from schools  low on 

the priority list only to be done when absolutely 

necessary. 

¶ place the supplying of back -packs under consid-

eration only at this time
